Before and after the reading, the choir sings a short verse.

At the start of the Gospel:
Hear the Gospel of our Lord Jesus Christ according to John.

Glory to you, O Lord.

At the end of the Gospel:
This is the Gospel of the Lord.

Praise to you, O Christ.

We say together:
We believe in God the Father,
from whom every family
in heaven and on earth is named.

We believe in God the Son,
who lives in our hearts
through faith,
and fills us with his love.

We believe in God
the Holy Spirit,
who strengthens us
with power from on high.

The Prayers of Intercession

During the prayers, the response is:

At the end:

The celebrant says:
We are all one in Christ Jesus.
We belong to him through faith,
heirs of the promise of the Spirit of peace.
The peace of the Lord be always with you.

And also with you.

The Liturgy of the Eucharist

As the collection is presented, we say together:
Yours, Lord is the greatness, the power,
the glory, the splendour, and the majesty;
for everything in heaven and on earth is yours.
All things come from you,
and of your own do we give you.

The celebrant receives the bread and wine, then says:
Blessed be God, by whose grace creation is renewed,
by whose love heaven is opened,
by whose mercy we offer our sacrifice of praise.

Blessed be God for ever.

The Lord be with you.
And also with you.

Lift up your hearts.
We lift them to the Lord.

Let us give thanks to the Lord our God.
It is right to give thanks and praise.

Hymn 203
O praise ye the Lord
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The celebrant begins the Eucharistic Prayer.
During the prayer, the choir sings the Sanctus and the Benedictus.

The celebrant says:
Great is the mystery of faith.

When we eat this bread and drink this cup which you have given us,
we proclaim your death and rising, till you come again, O Lord.

The Eucharistic Prayer finishes:
Through Christ, with Christ, in Christ,
in the unity of the Holy Spirit,
all glory and honour is yours,
almighty Father,
for ever and ever.

Amen.
